The Lakota West High School Marching
Band of West Chester, Ohio will represent the
Cincinnati area and Ohio as one of the six high
schools that will march in the Rose Bowl Parade.
With a band numbering more than 300 students,
band staff, equipment and instrument transporta-
tion, the cost of the trip will approach $I million. It is
entirely financed by donations from corporate spon-
sors, individuals and the community.

The Greater Cincinnati Rose Association
and the Cincinnati Rose Club have requested and
received $250 each from the Buckeye District
Endowment Fund. The money will be presented on
November 1 at a gala band concert at the school
with 4,000 in attendance. There will be television
and newspaper coverage. The Buckeye District
Director will award an American Rose Society
Presidential Citation and a Buckeye District Citation
to the band in recognition of this outstanding
achievement.

At the successful rose show and confer-
ence in Youngstown, the speakers were excellent.
Drs. Gary and Monica Rankin gave superior pro-
grams on fertilizing and insect/fungus control. Dr.
Tommy Cairns had a PowerPoint presentation on
the history of the rose with all of the bells and whis-
tles. At the evening dinner Dr. Cairns nearly over-
whelmed the audience with pictures and narration
of the 7,000 roses that were entered in the World
Federation Rose Show in Japan. It took 72 judges
from around the world to judge the show.

The Buckeye spring conference will be held
in Columbus, Ohio on Saturday, April 12, 2008, at
the Berwick Party House and Restaurant. It is located
at 3250 Refugee Road and lunch is included. The
programs will feature a day with Wit Wells, who is a
premier hybridizer of miniature and miniflora roses.

The fall conference and rose show will be in
Lancaster, Ohio and presented by the Lancaster
Rose Club. The event will begin with a hospitality
night on September 12, followed by the show on the
13th. Eddie Edwards, who is the noted hybridizer of
hybrid tea exhibition roses, is the featured speaker.

YOUNGSTOWN JUDGES’ SEMINAR
On Sunday, September 23rd, the day follow-

ing the District Rose Show, a Buckeye District
Horticulture Judges’ Seminar was held at Fellows
Riverside Gardens in Youngstown. The seminar was
attended by seven Accredited Judges, two non-judge
rosarians and four faculty members. | wish to
express my sincere thanks to Pat Martinec for mak-
ing the necessary arrangements for the seminar and
to my fellow faculty members Jim Zimmerman, Lew
Shupe and Gary Barlow for leading stimulating and
informative discussions on pertinent judging topics.

In the seminar segment on penalization and
disqualification, we discussed the issue of failure to
complete the entry tag. Obviously, the judge can
easily determine whether the section, class and vari-
ety name have been filled out on the upper half of
the tag. What cannot is whether the exhibitor has
filled out the remainder of the tag, including his/her
name and other required information. At national
rose shows, the entry tags are checked by the place-
ment committee before placing the entries, and all
tags, including challenge classes, are checked by the
verification team of judges before taking winners to
the tally table and before the winners are placed on
the trophy table. If the tag is found to be incomplete

by the placement committee, the exhibitor is asked to
complete the tag. If the deficiency is found by the
verification team, the entry is disqualified and the
class or court is rejudged. Unfortunately, in some
local shows (and occasionally in district shows)
where the exhibitors place their own entries, there is
no placement committee to detect incomplete tags
before the judging. In a recent show in our district,
four separate winning entries were taken to the tally
table and found to have no exhibitor name on the
tag.

This problem can be alleviated if the show
chairman instructs the placement committee to check
the entry tags for completion before placing the
entries. Challenge class tags should also be careful-
ly checked without moving a vase or disturbing an
entry before the judging begins. If the exhibitors
place their own entries, tags should be checked by
an entry tag committee. Exhibitors should be
informed of incomplete tags. This will avoid unneces-
sary disqualification of entries. Significant entry tag
omissions can be made by any of us, and no one
wants the best rose in the show to be disqualified.
Finally, the judges should open the tags for com-
pleteness before winners are taken to the tally table.
If a disqualification is necessary, the class or court
position must be rejudged.

You can determine your seminar require-
ment status by checking the year in brackets [ ]
beside your name on the judges’ list. Failure to
meet the four-year seminar requirement will result in
loss of accreditation.

Trophy Winner

ARS National Rotating
Arrangement Trophies

There are three (3) ARS National Rotating
District Trophies: The Ruth Tiedeman Trophy for tra-
ditional design; the Betty Pavey "Say It With Roses"
Trophy for modern design; and the Mildred Bryant
Trophy for miniature designs. Each ARS District will
have the opportunity to offer one of these trophies
every six years.

The Ruth Tiedeman Trophy was awarded at
the 2007 Buckeye District in Youngstown. Ruth
Tiedeman, a member of the lllinois/Indian District,
was one of the primary persons responsible for pro-
moting arrangements within the American Rose
Society. The requirements for the Tiedeman Trophy
are that it be a traditional arrangement using one or
more varieties of roses. The trophy was won by
Randy Lady with a line-mass arrangement using
the following roses: Let Freedom Ring; Dublin; Pope
Paul II; Crystalline; Fairhope; and Caliente.

The Betty Pavey "Say It With Roses" Trophy
was introduced for the first time in 2001 at the ARS
National in Cleveland and was won by Gary Barlow
with a modern free-form arrangement, incorporating
dried wood and using Touch of Class and Folklore
roses. The trophy was presented by Judy
Lamoreaux, Doc and Betty Pavey’s daughter. We
remember Betty well for having been instrumental
in promoting rose arrangements in the Buckeye
District and at the national level. She was a past
ARS Chairperson of Arrangements and was the
author of the book, Say It with Roses.

The Mildred Bryant Trophy for
miniature/mini-flora designs is scheduled for the
Buckeye District in 2013. Mildred Bryant, a member
of the Deep South District, was another of the early
promoters of rose designs in the ARS.
