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ARS BOARD MEETING 
The board met at the St. Paul National

Convention and Rose Show on June 29 and made
several important decisions that will bring financial
stability to the American Rose Society for the next
two years. Further progress will be achieved as
other items in the action plan are fulfilled.
MAINTAINING OUR CURRENT MEMBERSHIP
AND OBTAINING NEW MEMBERS IS VERY
IMPORTANT. Please help us!

It was necessary to borrow $40,000 from our line
of credit to pay all outstanding debts. We now owe
$128,000 to the bank. Approximately $200,000 of
new capital was needed to cover our operating
expenses and achieve a good financial position.
Approximately $465,000 of the $1.3 million annual
cost of operating is obtained from membership
dues.

The board feels it is absolutely necessary to
improve communications with our members and
headquarters. A review of employee responsibilities
is in progress. Moreover, the magazine must be
published and delivered early in the month of when
it is printed. The July issue was mailed on the sec-
ond day of the month. The following steps were
taken to achieve our financial need.

DUES INCREASE
The last raise in dues was in 2001. A thorough

study was made to factor in the higher cost of living,
inflation and postage increase. It just costs more to
operate today than six years ago. The regular mem-
bership dues will increase $12 a year effective

August 1, 2007. Associate, corporate, life and youth
membership prices will be reviewed at the
September board meeting. President Jones will out-
line the dues structure  in the August magazine.
Many of the current members have paid their 2007
membership dues and life members are not affected.
Therefore, much of the new money will not be forth-
coming until 2008.

MAGAZINE CHANGE
The dues increase will only provide part of the

needed new revenue. The board also approved
expanding the editorial content of the magazine
from approximately 40 pages plus cover to 80
pages plus cover. The editorial content will remain
the same. But there will be five issues of the 
magazine mailed bi-monthly plus the annual. Over
$50,000 a year will be saved in printing and mailing
costs. The next magazine will be the combined
August/September issue followed by the
October/November issue and then the ANNUAL.

NEW ARS EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR
More than a dozen resumes were reviewed by

the selection committee and the finalist met with the
committee in Shreveport on Sunday, July 15. After
further examination, President Jones extended the
job offer and it was accepted. The new executive
director is Jeffrey A. Ware. He is a college graduate
and much of his previous  work experience has
been with non-profit organizations. This includes
management responsibilities in marketing, public
relations and fund raising. His last position was
executive director of Triangle Impact Inc in North
Carolina. Mr. Ware will begin his directorship on July
23, 2007.

Our president, board of directors and all support
committees have worked diligently to formulate a
plan that will strengthen the American Rose
Society. It will take a little time to bring everything
into focus.
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COMING EVENTS
TOP GUN will be presented by the Greater

Cincinnati Rose Association under the leadership of
president Carol McLain on Saturday, August 18.
The featured event will be a tour of the garden of
Dr. John Pottschmid. His AARS winning rose
"Dream Come True" will be introduced in 2008. The
garden includes 3000 roses and most of them were
hybridized by Dr. Pottschmidt. This is a rare 
opportunity to experience and learn how a new 
rose is created and introduced. The registration
form is available on the Buckeye web site at
www.buckeyerose.com.

FALL CONFERENCE AND ROSE SHOW will
take place in Youngstown, Ohio at the beautiful
Fellows Riverside Gardens on September 21 – 23.
Following the rose show on Saturday, Dr. Tommy
Cairns, who is the president of the World Federation 

of Roses, will present two programs including an
after-dinner Power Point presentation of the world
rose conference that was held in Kyoto, Japan. Dr.
Gary Rankin will discuss fertilizing before a rose
show and Dr. Monica Valentovic/Rankin will have a
presentation on pest and fungus control. The after-
noon programs will conclude with Anthony/Vance
showing the advantages of using new varieties in
the show arena.

DISTRICT SECOND VICE PRESIDENT CANDI-
DATES will be presented and a vote will be taken at
the Youngstown District Conference. Larry Schock
will chair a committee including Richard Anthony
and Jerry Dolph to determine the candidates.

The list was included
in the June issue of The American Rose Magazine.
The list includes Floribundas, Grandifloras, Hybrid
Teas, Large Flowered Climbers, Miniatures and
Minifloras, and Shrubs (and OGR’s). There also is 
a seventh group for older roses that didn’t have a
rating.

It is very important that we provide a rating for
the roses. This assures that the Buckeye District is
well represented in the evaluation. There is a prize
for the district that has the highest percentage of
members responding.

There are two ways to submit your evaluation.
One is to fill out the form and send it to me at the
address included in the form. The second, which is

easier, is to log onto the ARS page and complete
the form on-line. I will receive copies of your
response to include in the report. If there are
enough reports provided I will include a summation
of the reports for the Buckeye District in a later
issue of the Buckeye District Bulletin. This should
provide a better evaluation for our district.

I would also mention that it is a requirement that
all Consulting Rosarians submit a report each year.
Keep your status clear by providing a report. If you
don’t grow any roses on the list, look to someone in
your area and evaluate their roses. Your report is
due by September 26 so you have time to provide
this valuable information.

Congratulations to Pat Martinec and Helen
Hlaves for completing their apprenticeships and
becoming ARS Accredited Horticulture Judges.
Please contact them for your fall rose shows; they
are included in the judges’ list in this issue. The
Buckeye District now has 48 Accredited Hort.
Judges, 7 Apprentice Judges and 14 Emeritus
Judges.

The annual Top Gun meeting will be held in
Cincinnati, August 17th and 18th. The highlight of
the meeting should prove to be a visit to Dr. John
Pottschmidt’s garden and his hybridizing operation.
John’s garden consists of several thousand of his
own cultivars, and he is eager for you to visit his
"rose bordello" (greenhouse) where he does the
propagating and grows the seedlings. I encourage
you to send in the registration form which can be
found in this issue.

September will be here before we know it with
the ARS National Convention in St. Louis, Sept. 14-
16, and our Buckeye District Convention in
Youngstown, Sept. 21-23. The St. Louis Convention
is within driving distance, and if you don’t plan to
exhibit in the show, I suggest that you volunteer for
a judging assignment. Of course, Youngstown is
much closer for everyone, and all of our judges will
have a chance to exhibit, since the show judges 
will be from out-of-state. Help us increase the
attendance at both our National Conventions and
our District Conventions by participating.

At the recent ARS National Convention in St.
Paul, Minnesota, the Board of Directors approved
five recommendations made by the National
Judging Committee chaired by Dr. Susan
Clingenpeel. They all are changes to the
Guidelines and Rules for Judging Roses.

1. "Only those varieties classified as Large-
Flowered climbers, hybrid wichuranas and hybrid
gianteas are to be exhibited in the climber class.
Those varieties classed as Cl HTs, Cl Min, Cl F etc.
should be shown in their respective nonclimbing
counterparts, i.e. Cl HTs exhibit with the hybrid tea
classes, Cl F exhibit with the floribunda classes, etc."

2. Pages 90-91 of the Guidelines present
guidelines for staging ARS National Classes and
lists them. Currently, there were several classes not
included (eg. Polyanthas and Shrubs). The newly
approved list includes all ARS classifications and
ensures that classes are offered for all that ARS
certificates are available.

3. On pages 94-95 and 96-97 of the
Guidelines, the order of the National Challenge
Classes has been changed, placing all the
Miniature and Mini-Flora classes at the end of the
listing. This allows low risers to be used for the
large rose exhibits and a transition into normal
height tables for the Minis and Mini-Floras and the
remainder of the classes in the show. (We should
consider this for our District Show.) 

4. The current Guidelines state that in
National Challenge Classes dimensions of 36 inches
in any direction cannot be exceeded. Many classes
do not require 36 inches, and the Board has
approved specific dimensions for each National
Challenge Class to alleviate arbitrary dimensions by
each national show and has forbidden "stacking" of
classes (two or three deep) because of the difficulty
it creates in judging. (We should consider this for
our District Show.) 

5. The final judging action by the Board
was a "housekeeping" issue of adding the new
"youth membership" to those memberships eligible
to compete for the Fred Edmunds, Sr. Memorial
ARS Youth Award.

This year and last year several promising
new miniatures have been introduced that have the
exhibitors eagerly waiting for the second bloom
cycle. Growers that had this year's new miniature
introductions planted in pots had a head start on
the competition, since they were able to get maybe
one bloom with a stem long enough for the early
2007 shows. The new introductions that really
impressed me are listed below.

I have one plant of Equinox that, nearing
the end of the second-bloom cycle, has produced
11 long stem beauties and requires no disbudding;
and for me it has everything: color, beautiful high
centers, and substance in the petal that lasts. Of
course, the color is a dream of ever-changing
shades of orange, depending on your feeding 
program. Get a plant or three and be pleased.

For eye-catching beauty, last year's intro-
duction, the single Neon Cowboy, will captivate the
visitor to your miniature garden. They invariably
migrate to it right away, and understandably so,
since one cycle of bloom may produce upwards of
20 or more blooms at a given time. I believe it will
fare well at rose shows.

While judging at the Delaware, Ohio rose
show in June, I was privileged to see a most out-
standing Queen of miniatures, the miniature Solar
Flair in all her glory. I really wanted to steal it and
take it home, and create another Queen maybe. I
hope the plant I have will produce a specimen 
nearly as grand.

I almost never lose potted miniatures to
winter kill. For years I have moved the pots to the
patio, open on three sides, on the east side of the
house, and covered them with old quilts, blankets or 
discarded draperies after pruning the bushes to 4
inches about mid November. This year, I believe the
high temperatures in February/March, followed by a
period of unseasonable cold weather, caused the
demise of 12 fine miniatures. Of course, 5 of them
had to be my prize Butter Cream bushes. I’m happy
to report that the one bush of Butter Cream that
survived has produced enough fine canes that I
have started 6 new plants under one-gallon milk
jugs. At this time, all have started and should be
growing on their own without the milk jugs by mid
July.

About July 20th to August 1st, midge protec-
tion should be applied to protect the fall bloom
cycle. I hear some growers talking about using
Grub-X. I have no report on the effectiveness of this
product, and I am using a dwindling supply of
Diazinon. I have learned that the appearance of the
bud-destroying critters hasn’t been a problem so
far-maybe they went the way of my Butter Cream 
bushes. We should be so lucky.

Pruning miniatures for the fall rose shows
takes a bit of the killer instinct. To have the bush
produce a stem and bloom for the rose shows
about six weeks away means you must abort the
natural growth habit of the bush and cut back growing
stems that would have produced a bloom in maybe
15 to 30 days. Hopefully, when you prune the bush
using 38 to 44 day guidelines, you will have a
chance for a maximum number of blooms at show
time. When I prune a bush for a show, I like to cut
all canes back on the bush at that time. It’s my opinion
that any stems that are left to grow and bloom off
schedule defeat the all-at-one time hoped-for flush of
blooms at show time. Depending on the micro climate
of your garden, it makes it necessary that you keep
records and work out your own pruning times.
