The stress of the trip was not apparent as
Jeff presented a power point that had pictures of
the American Rose Center including the Buckeye
Garden, Klima Center, supporting staff and other
features of the garden. In his remarks he outlined
the path that will achieve the goals of your

American Rose Society and emphasized that every-
one in the home office is eager to serve every local
club/society in the Buckeye District. There has been
much progress and communications have improved.
As Jeff pointed out, building a solid base and
adding new members is very important. He con-
cluded his presentation by requesting from the
members the opportunity to serve everyone and
encouraged non-ARS members to join with us to
learn and share our knowledge of growing roses.

Dr. Charles Darrah of CLC Labs at 325
Venture Drive in Westerville, Ohio made a thorough
presentation of having the necessary elements in
the soil to promote good plant growth. A simple and
inexpensive soil analysis will provide the information
and eliminate the doubt of what is needed in your soil.

Whit Wells, the noted hybridizer of many
superior miniature and miniflora roses was in the
hospital with pneumonia until Thursday preceding
his arrival on Friday. His son and granddaughter
accompanied him in the drive from Brighton,
Tennessee. Whit came prepared, dressed in his
finest jump suit that highlighted his long white beard
and flowing waist length hair. Dr. Hering assisted
Whit with a power point that featured many of his
roses and coming introductions. Conversation with
him was one of many highlights of the day. His
roses sold quickly.

MESSAGE

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The development and testing of Earth Kind
roses that flourishes without much attention is
attracting interest and gaining momentum. George
Meiling discussed the varieties and encouraged the
local societies to plant a small garden in their area.
It would be a good teaching and learning project.

Dr. Lew Shupe completed the program with
a beautiful rose arrangement and summarized the
changes in judging the designs.

At the business session, printed copy of the
reports of the secretary and treasurer were dis-
tributed. The investment of the Buckeye Endowment
funds had a very acceptable return. During the year,
$3,125 was shared with the local clubs/societies for
the educational functions in their area. The mem-
bership voted to increase the amount available in
2008 to $4,000. A change has been made for
accounting purposes. Requests will be received on
a calendar year basis until December 31. Every
club is entitled to submit a request for committee
approval. A request sheet will be sent to the local
club president.

Approval was given for the district to pur-
chase a multi media projector for Power Point pre-
sentations. I am acting as the coordinator. Every
club has the opportunity to use the equipment. The
transportation expense to return the equipment to
the next user or me is the responsibility of the local
club. A secure box has been made to house the
equipment. The projector has been used four times
in the past month. It is necessary for the user to
have a lap top computer to use the projector. A
request sheet will be sent to the local club presi-
dent.

District Director's Citations were awarded to
Richard Anthony for his service as district president
and chairing the fall conference and rose show in
Youngstown, Ohio. The Mahoning Valley Rose
Society received their award for hosting the event
and Pat Martinec for her extraordinary effort in coor-
dinating the conference.

The Buckeye Bulletin was recognized by
The American Rose Society as one of the top four
district publications. A District Citation was presented
to the editor Bruce DeLong for his outstanding work.

Randy and Terri Lady received their awards
for many years of dedicated service. Randy keeps
everyone informed as web master of the Buckeye
Web Site. Current and previous information is available
by accessing the site at www. buckeyerose.com.

Terri dedicated six years as our Buckeye
District Director and did an outstanding job. As a
board member of The American Rose Society she
served on many committees and attended planning
sessions and national conventions without any
monetary reimbursement from the district. The
director pays the entire cost of registration, trans-
portation, food and lodging at every event.

At the business meeting there was a pre-
liminary discussion to learn if the district will pay
some of the directors expenses for attending the
board meetings. I have asked Tom Rubins to pre-
pare an outline for this purpose. It will be presented
at the fall meeting in Lancaster. My term as director
expires in October 2009. Approval of this motion will
begin when the new director is elected. It is possi-
ble more people will come forward to serve as the
director if the district shares some of the expense.

Steve Campbell, coordinator of the fall
Lancaster Rose Show and Conference is request-
ing ideas and support from every district club. He is
putting together an excellent program including
Eddie Edwards as the featured speaker. Several
new twists have been added to the rose show
schedule. There will be an inter-club challenge class
where a local club can make a team entry.
Additionally there will be several classes in the hor-
ticultural and arrangement sections that offer an
opportunity for the less experienced exhibitor to
partner with a more experienced exhibitor to make
a team entry. Roses must come from both gardens.
Either person can ask another to participate as a
teammate. The less experienced exhibitor is defined
as anyone who has not won a trophy at a DIS-

HORTICULTURE JUDGING SEMINAR

If you have an interest in
growing show-quality roses and any interest in
exhibiting, you won't want to miss John's presenta-
tions.

This year for the first
time and for the benefit of Gary Barlow the Top Gun
show will include a class for floribunda sprays, since
there are now gold, silver and bronze ARS certificates
available for floribundas (queen, king and princess)
at our national, district and local rose shows. The
meeting starts at 9 am and will conclude about 4:15
pm. Lunch, early morning coffee and doughnuts and
break refreshments are included in the $20 registra-
tion fee. The agenda and registration form are found
elsewhere in this issue of the Buckeye Bulletin.

JUDGING REVISION AND CLARIFICATIONS
Guidelines for Judging Roses is being revised with
special emphasis on the chapter on challenge class-
es and collections. The revisions have been
approved by the Judging Committee and will be rec-
ommended to the Board of Directors this summer. In
challenge classes and collections overall appearance
is being increased to 20% of the overall score, and
horticultural excellence, which is still the most impor-
tant factor, is being decreased to 80% of the overall
score. Two of the sections deal primarily with clarifi-
cations:

Artist's Palette - All things being equal, a
palette with varying solid colors is superior to one
that does not vary greatly or uses blends. Solid col-
ors are preferred, not mandatory. However, since
80% of the score is in the blooms and 20% in
appearance (of which color is a portion), a palette
with blends that has superior blooms would receive
the award over one with varied solid colors but inferi-
or blooms.

Rose in a Bowl - The requirements are
determined by the schedule writer. If the schedule
says “floating”, then the bloom, peduncle or stem
must not touch the bottom. If the schedule says
“placed in a bowl of water”, then the bloom, peduncle
or stem may rest on or touch the bottom.

Arrangement Update

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Start planning now to enter the arrange-
ment section of the Buckeye Fall District Show in
Lancaster, September 12th to 14th. The theme for
the show is “Celebrate Glass” and now is the time
to begin the fun and challenge of doing arrange-
ments. One of our goals this year is to invite, and
encourage exhibitors who have wanted to enter
arrangements in a Buckeye District rose show, but
who have never felt comfortable in taking that first
step.

At the Spring District meeting we reported
about the mentoring concept for both horticulture
and arrangements. As an idea to promote program-
ming for encouraging new exhibitors for our rose
shows, mentoring is using a team approach for
entering an exhibit in the show. For arrangements,
the proposed mentoring teams would be an experi-
enced arranger teamed with an inexperienced
arranger; and/or an older arranger teamed with a
young person. Hopefully, the team of older/younger
persons will serve as an entrée of getting more
young persons into our societies.

Mentoring can serve the dual purpose of
encouraging new exhibitors, and can serve to moti-
vate increased membership. Especially encourag-
ing younger persons to  become members should
be a high priority; we need to encourage younger
persons to be involved in rose growing and our
societies. Mentoring is a viable solution for us to
explore.

A challenge: we are proposing that each
society in the District consider having at least one
(or more) mentoring team participating in the Fall
District rose show. The Fall schedule “Celebrate
Glass” is now available; please note the following
mentoring classes:
